 - Accomodation between  11th -17th August, 2013 (7 nights)   in  the 3* Campus Hotel. All the rooms are air conditioned and have two beds. Since   the Competition Center, the Hotel and the parking lot (guarded) for the vehicles and the balloons are within 150 meters it is a good way to save money on fuel for the cars. 

 - Free meals (light breakfast, lunch, dinner) starting with lunch on 11th August closing with  lunch on 18th August for each pilot + 2 persons 
 Additional crew person:  270 EUR/person  (accomodation and meals)
-  2 sets of competition map

 - flight and meteo information

 - Free wireless internet at the Competition Centre

 - Goddie bag with some free souvenirs  
Entry fee does not include  the cost of propane used by the competitor during the Event.  Pilot has to pay only for the amount of propaine they actually filled their cylinders with.  The method is to pay the amount we calculate based on the number of flights we plan (50 kg per flight, 2 flights per day) in advance at the check-in, and in the end we calculate the actual amount put into the cylinders and give the pilots the money back they did not spend on propane. 

Calculated propane cost for 13 flights (50 kg per flight x 1,5 EUR= 975 EUR The total cost is 190+975 = 1165 EUR  IF no flights are being cancelled. Every cancelled flight means 75 EUR based on the previous assumption here. In case of cancelling 3-4 flights 225-300 EUR will be given back to the pilots.
