	The city and the outskirts are influenced by the Atlantic and continental air of the temperate latitude. It is often influenced by the air from the arctic and cyclonic activity. Due to the combination of all these climatic factors the climate is close to the maritime one. Summer is  lukewarm and wet and winter is cold- temperate and rather long. 

As Tsarskoye Selo is high above the sea level (Pulkovskie hills) the microclimate is different here. Due to less influence of the Gulf of Finland and Atlantic cyclones the average annual rainfall is lower here than in St. Petersburg (about 550 millimeter) there are more sunny and cloudless days.
Summer: From June till August. The summer in Tsarskoye Selo is much better, than people think. It is warm and sunny and the temperature may rise up to +25°C and higher. Daylight is very special in summer. Days are long and nights are short. At the end of June – at the beginning of July starts an amazing period of the year “White Nights”, when the flights are possible till 10 - 11 p.m.

	Launch Fields 
	The launching pads are in Tsarskoye Selo (St. Petersburg). The central launch pad – the Catherine Palace square – is a traditional launching pad for air balloons during aeronautics holidays. An alternative pad – is an aircraft factory aerodrome not far from Tsarskoye Selo. 

Tsarskoe Selo- is the center of aeronautic club of St. Petersburg and all infrastructure (including the ambulance and the fire brigade) meet modern safety requirements and is ready to welcome numerous guests and participants. The pads are guarded 24 hours and the access of the participants and spectators is being provided.

	The Championship headquarters is going to be located in the house of the Admiralty in Tsarskoye Selo. There will be placed the Championship center, a briefing room and a “club” press center.

	About City of St. Petersburg
	St. Petersburg is one of the most beautiful European cities. It has lately celebrated its 300th anniversary. The city is often called “northern Venice ” as it is not only a museum in the open air, but also an embodiment of Russian history. Having been ruled by 11 emperors, witnessed several floods, the revolution, a three years` blockade and an economic reform St. Petersburg is able to astonish the most experienced tourist.

The architecture of the city and its outskirts of the 18- 19 centuries has been remained almost unchanged. On account of different reasons (including the destruction during the Second World War and the construction of modern buildings in the post war period in largest European centers) St. Petersburg has now become a unique combination of European architecture styles of the last 300 years.
