	Insurance requirements
	A competitor is responsible to cover a minimum of 200 million yen for third parties.  Generally speaking, insurance, which we sell, is much cheaper than other areas.  The cost will be approximately 5,000 yen for fifteen days.
If a competitor wish to fly with an observer during competition, he shall have insurance for his observer under conditions the organizer decides.  A competitor may purchase temporary insurance, 1,800- yen during the event, from the organizer at a reasonable cost after arrival.  If you fly without an observer at all times, you don't need to purchase it.
